� New Creation- An eight week series emphasizing the Fruit of 

the Spirit. Children will learn about the different qualities God’s 

Spirit can develop in us as we meet various Bible characters 

who exemplify these traits in their lives. They will hear about 

love, happiness, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithful-

ness, gentleness, and self control.  

 

� Operation: Enduring Courage-. A six week curriculum 

series on the amazing stories from the book of Daniel. Each 

lesson focuses on one of the amazing stories about Daniel and 

his friends who are held captive in the country of Babylon.  

 

� Volume Pack # 2 Includes P.U.S.H.- Pray Until Some-

thing Happens (P.U.S.H.) and Alien Kids. P.U.S.H. 

teaches kids over a six-week period about prayer! Many times, 

kids are intimidated by the idea of prayer. They think they don’t 

pray “good enough”. This  series will teach children how to 

pray in life’s most important circumstances.  Alien Kids- This 

six-week curriculum focuses on teaching kids about living as a 

Christian. Kids have always been curious about space and “life 

on other planets”. This series capitalizes on that curiosity by 

comparing the life of a Christian with the life of an alien. 1 Peter 

2:11 teaches us that we are “aliens in this world.” To live a life 

that is out of this world, we must be careful to “stay away from 

sinful things”.  

 

� Victory- This ten week curriculum takes kids into the center of 

the major battles of the Bible. Each week focuses on a new 

battle and teaches valuable lessons. Each lesson includes 

weekly puppet skits, theme games, illustrated sermons, video 

segments, and review questions.  
 

� Deal with It- This ten week series tackles ten BIG issues and 

problems that kids face every single day. Each week, we take 

one of those issues and learn how to “Deal with It!” Not just our 

way, but the BIBLE WAY!  
 

� Young Explorers Volume 1- Everything you need for one 

full year of elementary children’s church. Each of the four units 

uses 13 lessons to take kids on fun explorations with themes of 

baseball (Playing on God’s Team: Lessons from the Disciples), 

wagon trains (New Frontiers: Lessons from Joseph and Moses), 

castles (Castles and Kings: Lessons from Old Testament Kings), 

and school (Life’s Classroom: Lessons from the Parables).

� See– Do – An eight week curriculum series for ele-

mentary children; based on the theme verse of James 

1:22 “Do what God’s Word says. Do not merely listen 

to is, or you will fool yourselves.” Join Craig and Nata-

lie as they ride Sea-Doos on Lake Powell and explore 

different Bible stories to learn what it means to live out 

your faith in practical ways.  Kids will learn to “See the 

need and Do the deeds” to help others and please 

God.
